The crib!!!
In Italy in the crib is prepared a few days before a Christmas Eve. Usually one or more theatre companies prepare living Nativity, which is a play that tells about the birth of Jesus and all the events around that.
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Christmas mass!!!
In Italy December 24, Christmas Eve, celebrates the midnight mass. 
In this mass, the priest tells the story of baby Jesus and his resurrection.
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Christmas, the family party!!!
The Christmas dining, the midnight mass with Christmas songs like "Silent Night"... but overall the family. Christmas time in Italy means, overall, that the whole family  meet together; it's the biggest party that gather all the relatives. During the Holy night the most important character is baby Jesus: he is rested  into the crib manger during the midnight mass celebration. By an old Italian tradition is baby Jesus that brings gifts to children during the Christmas night.
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Christmas in Savona!!!
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In Savona, the preparation for Christmas starts on 13th December, St.Lucia's day. Since 1900 there was the market of St. Lucia along the streets of Savona.
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The main purpose of the party is that of honouring the  cathedral of St.Lucia, where the relic are still kept.
On that day in the houses, they adobe the Christmas tree and they do the crib.
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On the next days it's easy to find along street some Nicolas that offer little "torroni" (king of nougat) you give them a little offer of money.
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On Christmas Eve, in the main square of the city they organize the "confuoco": they burn a little branch of laurel with the participation of the master and following the direction of the smoke they make the wishes for the new year.
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At midnight many people go to the Church to celebrate the birth of Jesus.

On Christmas morning, children find the presents that Santa Klaus left during the night under the Xmas tree.

The people of Savona celebrate this date with a huge dinner, where the "panettone" can't miss.
In other Italian regions they prepare a big supper for the Eve tradition.
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
