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Michelangelo is the most popular leader of the Renaissance. 

He was born at Caprese near Arezzo (a small city in Tuscany) on March 6th, 1475. 

His  father was Ludovico Bonarroti and his mother was Francesca Neri, they didn’t  approve Michelangelo’s  passion.

Michelangelo was a painter and a sculptor.

When he was thirteen years old, he went to the artistic school of Ghirlandaio.

He attracted the support of Magnificent Lorenzo  De Medici

When he died Michelangelo started very important artistic works like the Pietà (in 1492), and the David (3 years afterwards): it is  in “Piazza Della Signoria” in Firenze.
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Giulio II commissioned the painting of  the Sistine Chapel in the Vatican.
Michelangelo didn’t want because he “was a sculptor, not a painter”. But later he accepted.

The frescoes in the chapel show nine scenes from the Old Testament, three scenes each of God creating the world, the story of Adam and Eve, and Noah and the flood.
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Michelangelo carved the Moses, the famous statue in the tomb of Pope Julius II.
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In later  years  he  carved various version of Pieta groups, but the first is the most  beautiful.

Before his death he wrote  poems too.

He died in Rome, on February 18th, 1564 at eighteen nine.
