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Conservative, meticulous, precise, polite, reliable, conceited, clever, keen on sports, formal, casual, reserved, gentlemen...

These are only some of the great characteristics of the British.
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The English have always been identified by their language, their manners, their clothes and the fact that they drink tea.
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They are conservative because they think institutions and traditions are unchangeable, like the Monarchy, the currency, tea, the driving on the left, the old institutions at school, the clothes  and so on...

The British people respect the rules, the nature and animal because they are polite.

They have a sense of there own identity called “Insular Spirit”.

They love gardening, sports, privacy, clubs, pubs, formal and casual.

They have a sense of irony and a sense of humour.

People who go to Britain generally think that all British people starts the day with a huge breakfast; but this is not true. 

However,  we think that on Saturday or Sunday some British people have the traditional bacon and eggs with tomatoes, a sausage and fried bread.

At about 4:30 in the afternoon, some people like to have the afternoon tea. 

They may drink tea at home or in tea shops. This is just because they like tea but they drink coffee too. 

In Britain the most important meal is dinner, at about 6 or 7 o’ clock in the evening.
